(A) calls upon the Electoral College, referred to in Article 54 of the Constitution,
to elect a person to fill the above vacancy in the Office of President of India
before the expiration of the term of the incumbent President, in accordance
with the provisions of the Constitution, the Presidential and Vice-Presidential
Elections Act, 1952 (31 of 1952), and the Rules and Orders made thereunder;
and

(B)  inpursuance of sub-section (1) of Section 4 of the said Act, appoints -

a) the 29t June, 2022 (Wednesday), as the last date for making nominations;
b) the30% June, 2022 (Thursday), as the date for scrutiny of the nominations;

c) the02d July, 2022 (Saturday), as the last date for the withdrawal of
candidatures; and

d) the 18% July, 2022 (Monday), as the date on which a poll shall, if necessary,
be taken.
